Alert regarding measles vaccinations

Under Article 422 of the "Guidelines for the Prevention of Specific Infectious Diseases: Measles"
issued by the Japanese Ministry of Health, Labour and Welfare in December 2007 (Fk L A/IZBE$ %
HEBEAEFHIES (TR 19 FEA 5 EE SRE 422 5), we are issuing this alert to all students,
faculty, and staff.

1. Please check your health records to see if you have ever (1) contracted measles or (2) have
been vaccinated against measles.

2. If you have never contracted measles and/or haven't had two inoculations against it, please
consider getting vaccinated (those who have only had one inoculation or those who are unsure if
they have ever been vaccinated should also consider [re]vaccination)

3. Antibody tests can be conducted at medical institutions for those who don't know their health
records or vaccination history.

4. Antibody tests and vaccinations can be conducted at the Health and Counseling Center at
Osaka University.

Antibody test: ¥3,000 Vaccination: ¥5,000 (incl. consumption tax)

5. If you have contracted measles, do not leave your residence. Contact a medical institution and
follow their instructions.

6. When coming to a medical institution to get checked, to prevent secondary infection please wear
a surgical mask and do not use public transportation.

7. If you have been diagnosed with measles, report your diagnosis to the head of the
school/faculty/graduate school you are affiliated with ASAP.
